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The issues for investigators and for sites are somewhat unique for vaccine studies. The large number of subjects enrolled in 
a very short time, the number of minor AEs, the large total number and different types of specimens to process and the 

need for 1-5 year subject retention. This session will discuss these differences and offer practical considerations to assist with 
protocol development and execution.
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
