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Asteroids came recently under the media spotlight due to the announcements of several ventures aiming to exploit the mineral
riches thereon. This paper will analyze some of the juridical aspects of asteroidal resource exploitation, from their legal status
to the legality of establishing property rights, as well as the lawfulness of exploitation methods in their environmental, security
and liability aspects.
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
