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An experiment was conducted at Regional Sugarcane and Rice Research Station, Rudrur during 2008 and 2012  to study the 
effect of integrated approaches for the management of Early shoot borer (Chilo infuscatellus) and Internodal shoot borer 

(Chilo sachariphagus indicus). Incidence of Early shoot borer was significantly lowest (6.6 per cent) in integrated approach for 
management plot as compared with untreated control plot (14.50 per cent). Similarly lowest per cent of intensity (4.28 per 
cent) and incidence (7.71 per cent) was observed in integrated approach for management plot as compared with 6.87 per cent 
and 13.96 per cent in untreated control plot, respectively. Increased number of millable canes and cane yield (84.62 t/ha) was 
obtained in Integrated approach for management plots over the untreated control (78.06 t/ha). Integrated approach, when 
combined into a unified manner is useful for the management of shoot borer.
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
