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Which treatment for necrotic immature teeth?

Traditional methods of treatment of immature root with necrotic pulp and apical periodontitis pose multiple challenges. These 
challenges include disinfection of the root canal with standard protocols that aggressively use endodontic files, filling the root 

canal with an open apex that provides no barrier for stopping the root filling material before impinging on the periodontal tissues and 
the susceptibility of the teeth to fracture because of their thin roots. The aim is to expose the different technique used for treatment of 
necrotic immature teeth. One technique will be detailed.
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
